But to reach this state of highest idealism, you should first practice dedicating your actions to God.  Expect no reward or return for your actions.  Reward is sure to come. But you should not anticipate it, should not get attached to it.  Put your whole concentration, attention, devotion and talent in your work.

“To offer your actions to God, you have to first lovingly remember God.  In this ardent remembrance of God, there is no place either for the ego or for the passions.  All actions then become righteous.”
